Situation Update
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 
One area of skimmable oil has been identified in the Mobile AOR.  This area is located 10 miles south of Dauphin Island.  It is approximately 10 yards wide and 15 miles long.  2 Offshore Task Forces and 1 Nearshore Task Force are working the area.

The NOAA trajectories will no longer be produced after there are 3 consecutive days of no skimmable oil observed in the Gulf of Mexico.  

Today there are 181 Vessels of Opportunity on hire in Alabama.  These vessels are conducting boom maintenance, oil surveillance, fish and wildlife activities, and environmental sampling activities.

There are 12 skimmers in Nearshore Task Forces, 29 skimmers in Inland Water Strike Teams, and 2 skimmers in the U.S. Navy Inland Water Task Forces that are working in Alabama waters.
There are 16 Beach Cleaners working in Alabama.  12 of these are in Baldwin County and 4 are in Mobile County.
TRAJECTORY, 72 Hours:

Winds are forecast to become NW overnight and continuing through Saturday at speeds of 5-15 kts. Observations from overflights indicate the remaining scattered “anomalies” observed by remote sensing are predominantly light sheens with very little recoverable oil being observed. With light winds and calm seas today, many of these anomalies were also confirmed to be false positives. Patches of emulsified oil and sheens were observed to the west of the Delta nearshore off Timbalier Bay and Barataria Bay. Shoreline impacts will begin to be reduced by the offshore winds, however, trajectories indicate Breton Sound, the Mississippi Delta and shorelines west to Timbalier Bay continue to be threatened by scattered impacts within this forecast period  (http://response.restoration.noaa.gov).

SCAT:  

SCAT Teams 5 and 7 worked the Alabama coasts.  SCAT Team 5 traveled east from Kiva Dunes to Mobile Street in Baldwin County.  The segments west of the Bon Secour Wildlife Refuge had light tar balls.  Cleanup crews were noted in this area.  The Bon Secour Wildlife Refuge had large tar balls and moose paddies.  The team leader recommended clean up crews to visit area.  SCAT 7 traveled to Orange Beach in Baldwin County.  Tarballs of varies sizes and some oiled debris was noted.  Cleanup crews were observed in this area.  The team also traveled to Bayou St. John water way and observed some oil in grassy areas.   
NAVIGATIONAL RESTRICTIONS:  
Perdido Pass is open to all vessel traffic.  A no wake zone has been established. 

EDIBLE FISHES:  
All Alabama oyster beds remain closed as a precaution.
The Alabama Department of Conservation and Natural Resources, Marine Resources Division announces that as of 6:00 am, Friday, July 23, 2010 the following waters will open to shrimping:

• Waters of Mobile Bay north of a line that extends east from Fort Gaines towards Fort Morgan where it intersects the Mobile Ship Channel (MSC), then runs north along the eastern edge of MSC to the charted position of MSC #22, then east to Little Point Clear.

• All Waters of Little Lagoon.

• Waters of Wolf Bay, Bay La Launch, and Arnica Bay west of a line that extends from Bear Point to Ross Point.
NOAA will re-open 26,388 square miles of Gulf waters to commercial and recreational fishing on Thursday. The reopening of a third of the overall closed area was announced after consultation with FDA and under a re-opening protocol agreed to by NOAA, the FDA, and the Gulf states.

Skimming Operations
· There are 181 independent vessels of opportunity (VOO) assigned to work Alabama waters.  Of those, a total of 52 are working in surveillance and support functions and 129 are capable of skimming oil.

· There are also 12 vessels capable of skimming oil associated with Task Forces 2 & 4 working in Alabama waters.
· An additional 29 skimmers capable of skimming oil are associated with Inland Water Task Forces 5 & 6.
· The total number of vessels capable of skimming oil and working Alabama waters is 170.
