Heat advisories issued for entire state of Alabama

[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]The entire state of Alabama was under a heat advisory on Sunday. Some of those advisories will extend into Monday as well. Expect temperatures statewide to reach the mid to upper 90s, with the heat index rising above 105 degrees. (National Weather Service)
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Every single county in Alabama was under a heat advisory on Sunday, and a few of those advisories extend into the workweek as well.

Some areas might get a break from the heat beginning mid-week but will have to deal with strong storms instead.
Hot and humid conditions will again prevail across the entire state on Sunday, with high temperatures expected to climb into the mid to upper 90s.
Those air temperatures combined with high humidity values will send the heat index into dangerous territory -- as high as 112 degrees in some areas.
The heat index, also called the apparent temperature, is a gauge of how hot it feels when the air temperature and the relative humidity are combined.
A stubborn area of high pressure has been parked over the South for days. National Weather Service forecasters believe the ridge will begin to weaken and shift westward as the new workweek begins, but temperatures could remain in the mid 90s all week.
A few places may get a brief shower or storm to cool off, but they will be scattered at best on Sunday.
That could change during the latter half of the week, the weather service said. Rain -- and thunderstorm -- chances will begin to rise starting on Tuesday and Wednesday as the high moves westward.
Here's a look at heat advisories for Alabama:
North Alabama: Heat advisory in effect until 7 p.m. Monday.
Afternoon temperatures are expected to rise to between 95 and 100 degrees on Sunday and Monday afternoons.
The heat index could rise as high as 110 degrees both days.
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
